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1 Introduction/Background:

The Boundary Commission for England (BCE) has undertaken a review of parliamentary constituency boundaries.
The Commission has published its final recommendations and Orders for the new parliamentary constituency
boundaries will be made by 1 November 2023.

Once the Orders for new parliamentary constituencies have been made, the new boundaries will be used for the
next general election.

If a parliamentary by election is called in the meantime, it would be run on existing boundaries.

The review process was heavily informed by public consultation. The BCE developed and published initial
proposals for constituencies across England. Representations from the public about these proposals were then
taken in writing and at public hearings in each region of England across two rounds of consultation. In light of all
the views expressed about these initial proposals, the BCE then conducted a further round of written consultation
on the revised proposals.

The BCE made a formal final report to the Speaker of the House of Commons in July 2023, recommending any
changes that it believed were appropriate to the distribution, size, shape, name or designation of constituencies
in England.

2 Changes being implemented

One of the large areas for change in Hertfordshire is in the south-western part of the county. The existing north—
south configuration of the constituency runs from Tring, through Berkhamsted, to Rickmansworth. Instead a new
constituency named Harpenden and Berkhamsted, will have an east—west configuration from Tring, through
Berkhamsted, to Harpenden. The constituency also includes the two Borough of Dacorum wards of Watling and

Ashridge.

The transfer of the Borough of Dacorum wards of Watling and Ashridge to the proposed Harpenden and
Berkhamsted constituency from the existing Hemel Hempstead constituency means that, to bring the Hemel
Hempstead constituency within the permitted electorate range, now includes the ward of Bovingdon, Flaunden

and Chipperfield, currently in the existing South West Hertfordshire constituency.

The Hemel Hempstead constituency will no longer include the Kings Langley ward, which is now included in the
amended Three Rivers constituency. While this leaves the Kings Langley ward as the only Borough of Dacorum
ward in a constituency otherwise wholly coterminous with Three Rivers district (known as an orphan ward™), it is
necessary in order to bring the constituency within the electorate range, and unites the village of Kings Langley,

including the train station, in the same constituency.

Updated constituency lists are shown at Appendix A

3 Acting Returning Officer Designations

The Acting Returning Officer designations for the new constituencies (which Dacorum fall within), which will be
created later this year are as follows:

For the proposed new UK parliamentary constituency of Hemel Hempstead County Constituency,
Dacorum Borough Council will provide the Acting Returning Officer
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For the proposed new UK parliamentary constituency of South West Hertfordshire County Constituency,
Three Rivers District Council will provide the Acting Returning Officer.

For the proposed new UK parliamentary constituency of Harpenden and Berkhamsted County Constituency,
St Albans City and District Council will provide the Acting Returning Officer.

4 Consultation

5 Financial and value for money implications:
The re-alignment of the parliamentary boundaries will not incur any costs other than back office resources.
6 Legal Implications

The Government must turn the recommendations of the BCE (and those of the equivalent Commissions for the
other three parts of the UK) into an ‘Order in Council’ that implements the recommendations. The constituencies
set out in the Order will then be implemented for the next General Election after the date on which the legislation
is approved.

The Polling Place Order will be amended and agreed by Full Council.
7 Risk implications:

Electoral matters require continual review to ensure that the democratic process operates effectively. A failure to
provide polling places within set boundaries would result in huge reputational damage.

1 Introduction/Background:

Under the Representation of the People Act 1983, the council has a duty to divide its area into polling districts
and to designate a polling place for each district.

The following definitions may be helpful when reading the report.

e “Polling districts” are geographical electoral areas into which wards and constituencies may be sub-
divided.

e “Polling places” are the buildings or areas designated by the council where electors in a polling district go
to vote in person.

e “Polling stations” are the number of issuing desks in the building or area that is the designated polling
place.

The Electoral Administration Act 2006, as amended, introduced a duty on all local authorities in Great Britain to
review their polling districts and polling places at least once every five years.

The intention of the legislation was reviews would be completed by the January before a UK parliamentary
general election. However, since the repeal of the Fixed Term Parliaments Act 2011, there is no longer any
certainty as to when the next general election will be.

The Dissolution and Calling of Parliament Act 2022 means:

e the UK Parliament can be dissolved by the King on request of the Prime Minister, at any time within the 5
years of the life of the Parliament

e the next general election must take place before Tuesday 28 January 2025, but it could happen at any
point before then

These issues mean it is important that the polling district and places review is carried out as early as possible, so
that Dacorum Borough Council has agreed polling districts and places to be used for the next parliamentary
election [as well as the scheduled Police and Crime Commissioner elections in May 2024] and has a polling
scheme in place which reflects the new constituencies.

The Electoral Services team have looked through the register and have identified the following anomalies which if
moved, will tidy up the electoral register and streamline the registers required for polling day. This will have no
effect on the electors as they will remain in their existing wards

e 26 Properties in Chambersbury Lane and 4 Properties in Silverthorn Drive in Polling District BAB (Nash
Mills Ward) to move to Polling District BAA (Nash Mills Ward)

Polling District BAB is a small polling district of 30 properties, the properties can be combined with Polling
District BAA as both are within the same ward. As a result polling district BAB can be deleted.

¢ Flats 1-11 Nash House Polling district AFAA (Apsley and Corner Hall ward) to move to Polling district BA
(Nash Mills Ward)
Flats 1-11 Nash House were incorrectly addressed by Royal Mail. They were given the street name of
Dickinson Quay which is in the AFAA polling district Apsley and Corner Hall ward, when the property
clearly sits in the BA (Nash Mills) polling district. The Address Management team undertook a site visit
with a member of the Electoral Services team and liaised with the property developer and Royal Mail and
have changed the street name to Dickinson Square and the properties have been moved to the correct
Nash Mills polling district.

3 Moving a Polling District boundary
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Three roads across the Nash Mills and Leverstock Green Wards are subject to a boundary line running straight
through the middle of them (shown in blue below). This has resulted in half of the road being in the Leverstock
Green ward and the other half in the Nash Mills ward.

It is therefore suggested that the boundary line is moved from the centre of the streets to behind the row of
houses (shown in red below), which runs along Bunkers Park:

By moving the boundary line (shown above in blue), the following properties would be moved from polling district
BA (Nash Mills) to ALB (Leverstock Green), to join the rest of the street:

4 Changing a polling station in Chipperfield.
The current polling station used in Chipperfield is the Chipperfield Youth Club.

The current venue is a nursery during the day, which is a small venue with a single door in and out and a very
small kitchen area. There is no immediate parking by the youth club, and electors need to park across the road.

Therefore it has been suggested that we use Chipperfield Village Hall, which is located next door to the Youth
Club. The benefits of this change would include:

e The entrance is flat with 2 double doors therefore highliaccessible
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There is parking outside the door for approximately 5 cars with cones available to mark disabled parking
spaces and safe parking for the staff

There is a vestibule which is very large, has seating and large public toilets — this could be a space for
tellers that would not interrupt the entrance to the polling station and would be great in inclement
weather

The large hall gives space for the polling staff to set up the area with plenty of space for wheelchairs and
buggies

There is a separate kitchen and toilets that can be set up for staff use only

There are several sets of double doors leading from the main hall should a one-way system need to be
put in place

Along with the 5 parking spaces immediately outside there is also additional parking very close-by which
is nearer than parking across the road

It has been reported that the village hall is under-used by the community, this would be a great way of
showcasing the building to local residents

Using the village hall would mean that there would be no need to disrupt the nursery day, by having to
close due to an election.

Ward Councillors, the relevant County Councillor and the Parish Council have been consulted on this. Any
responses received are listed above.

5

Create a new polling place in Boxmoor Ward

Many years ago an existing polling station was demolished to be rebuilt. Therefore the electors within polling
district AGBA in Boxmoor, were temporarily relocated to a polling station in Warners End Community Centre
(Chaulden & Warners End ward). This affects around 600 electors.

Best practice is to have electors from a polling district voting in a station located in the same ward and not
crossing into a different ward.

Therefore the proposal is to create a new polling place at the Hemel Hempstead Methodist Church on
Northridge Way (in the same location as the previously demolished polling station). The electors within
polling district AGBA, Boxmoor would then be voting within their correct ward of Boxmoor.

The polling station they will be moving from, will continue to be a polling station for electors in the Chaulden
& Warners End ward, however the cost of hire would reduce by around £440

A new polling place is created at Chipperfield Village hall, to replace Chipperfield Youth Club.

A new Polling place is created at Hemel Hempstead Methodist Church, to allow electors in the AGBA (Boxmoor)
polling district to vote within the correct warded area.

The boundary line of the Leverstock Green ward has been amended to include complete roads which had
previously been split with the Nash mills Ward.

To tidy the electoral register in order to combine the following polling districts as set out in the Polling District &
Polling Place review report:

» Polling District BAB (Nash Mills Ward) to move to Polling District BAA (Nash Mills Ward)

THE BOROUGH OF DACORUM (POLLING DISTRICTS AND POLLING PLACES) ORDER 2023

DACORUM BOROUGH COUNCIL in exercise of the powers conferred by the Representation of the People Act 1983,

as amended, DO HEREBY ORDER as follows:

This Order shall come into operation on the 1 December 2023 provided that for the purpose of all proceedings
preliminary or relating to an election to be held on or after that day the said Order shall be deemed to have

come into operation forthwith.

The Electoral Registration Officer shall be directed to make such rearrangements or alterations as may be

necessary to the Register of Electors on account of the coming into operation of this Order.

From and after coming into operation of this Order the Parliamentary Constituency of Hemel Hempstead and
so much of that part of the South West Hertfordshire Constituency and Harpenden & Berkhamsted
Constituency within the Borough of Dacorum shall be divided into polling districts specified in columns (1) and
(2) of the Schedule annexed to this Order and more particularly described in Maps on the Dacorum Borough

Website.

For each Polling District constituted by this Order there is hereby designated a Polling Place situated at or near

the place specified in column (3) of the said Schedule.

As from coming into operation of this Order, the Borough of Dacorum (Polling Districts and Polling Places Order

2011) and any subsequent variation orders made to it shall be repealed.
The Chief Executive of the said Council shall maintain on the Dacorum Borough Council website a copy of the
Maps showing the boundaries of the Polling Districts and the situations of the Polling Places constituted and

designated by this Order.

This Order shall be cited as “The Borough of Dacorum (Polling Districts and Polling Places) Order 2023".
